In the Vancouver Presbyteries’ alone
there are 44 youth groups with over 80
active youth leaders.

Leaders to receive training both within and
without their Conference or Presbytery but
they require money.

This fund was established to help youth
leaders enhance their training so that they
may effectively engage young people in
their faith journey and provide a safe place
for young people to question and feel loved
and included.
